Never a stale moment in the
Random Stuff drawer

esterday | went digging through
my “Random Stuff” kitchen draw-
er, looking for some obscure item
so random and rarely used, | had to dig
deep into the back of the drawer to find it.

You probably have a drawer like that,
although maybe you use a different word
than “stuff” to describe what’s in there.
So do [, but this is a family newspaper, so
“stuff” it shall be.

What I found was a gaggle of bread
clips. You know, those little oddly shaped
plastic tabs that come on a loaf of bread.

And I’m sure you know how madden-
ing it can be when you open up a loaf of
bread, toss a slice or two in the toaster, do
your thing with the butter or jam — and
then try to find that elusive little clip to
seal up the bread again before it mummi-
fies in the open air.

But...no clip! It’s gone, vanished into
thin air! Where could it possibly be?

Your toast is getting cold, so you just
twist the plastic bread wrapper tightly
and tuck the end under the loaf, although
you know that never works for long. But
that’s OK, because as soon as you put
the bread, jam and butter away, there it
is! That little clip, hiding under your cell
phone or peeking out from the shadows
in the corner of the kitchen floor.

So it would be nice to have an extra
clip or two on hand, right? Just in case.

But why would anybody think that the
Random Stuff drawer is a good place to
store a spare bread clip? Buried under the
potato peeler, garlic press, bottle open-
er, and corkscrew (and all their spares),
would you ever be able to find one?

I don’t have a good answer to that
question. And I can’t give you a sensible
reason why I found exactly 111 of them
at the back of my Random Stuff drawer
yesterday.

Of course I did.

That’s one-hundred-and-eleven, in

case you thought you read those Ara-
bic numerals wrong. Almost ten-dozen
plastic bread clips, of varying colors and
shapes, all stamped with freshness dates
and prices from long-gone bread loaves
down through the ages.

And all of them sitting patiently (and
randomly) there at the back of my Ran-
dom Stuff drawer. For no good reason
that I can think of—because I don’t re-
member putting any of them in there.
Why would I? It would make no sense.

And yet, there they were. With nobody
else in the house to blame for putting
them there.

In my defense, I probably misplaced
the clip, twisted the bag shut, and then
found it again just moments after putting
the loaf away. “No point in pulling out
the bread again right now,” I probably
said. “I’ll fix it tomorrow at breakfast,”
and dropped it into the Random Stuff
drawer.

That could happen, right?

Once or twice?

Now and then?

One hundred and eleven times?

To be honest, I’ve never actually liked
those little plastic bread clips. They nev-
er seem to hold the bag closed tightly
enough for my taste. So why would I
want to save even one more of them?

I greatly prefer those little wire twist
ties, but for some reason they’re not used
much by bread companies anymore. I
think they work better than the clips do
in keeping your bread fresh. And you
can use those twist ties in so many other
ways.

Which may be why I also found ex-
actly 51 twist ties — red, white, black,
green — jumbled about with those plas-
tic bread clips at the back of my Random
Stuff drawer.

And still nobody else to blame for put-
ting them there.

Huh.

If you’re looking for an answer to
why a man would save more than 160
bread-closure devices to seal up that
single loaf of bread that he buys maybe
twice a month, I can’t help you. He just
does, it turns out. And he doesn’t even
know that he’s doing it.

But please don’t judge me too harshly.
At least not until you pull out your Ran-
dom Stuff drawer and dig all the way to
the back to see what you might find lurk-
ing there.

Paper clips? Safety pins? Matchbooks?

Go ahead. I’1l wait.

Rubber bands? Ballpoint pens? Ex-
pired coupons?

But if it’s a treasure trove of extra
bread clips and twist ties you find, and
you wonder who might be able to use
them, I’ll pass, thank you very much. I’'m
back down to zero with all of them.

My bread should be fine with the top
twisted shut for now, because I can’t find
the clip I lost this morning.

D158’s Delahanty links generations,
strengthens community through
volunteer outreach

pril is National Volun-
A teer Month in the United

States, a tradition estab-
lished in the early 1990s to cel-
ebrate individual volunteerism.
President George H.W. Bush’'s
1989 inaugural speech, with his
“1,000 Points of Light” vision,

inspired this nationwide recog-
nition of community service,
encouraging millions each April
to serve.

In 2001, two Sun City resi-
dents started a plan that has en-
couraged hundreds of Sun City
residents to volunteer and share
their skills and knowledge with
the students in School District
158.

Eileen Delahanty, Volunteer
Coordinator for the School
District, said, “Two gentlemen
approached me from Sun City:
Bob Hurrie and Dave Evans.
They had a plan that established
a volunteer group that would
come to be known as Commu-
nity Student Outreach, or CSO.
They started out with a desire to
share their skills and volunteer

to transfer knowledge to our
students, and then evolved into
an organization of over 50 vol-
unteer members eager to partic-
ipate and help wherever needed
in the district. Dick and Bob
were amazing men. The three of
us were unstoppable. We had a
lot of successes.”

In 2003, the dedicated mem-
bers established the Huntley
158 Education Foundation. It
still supports innovative class-
room grants and student schol-
arships. Hurrie was a member of
that board and president for two
years. The Foundation operates
independently, enhancing ed-
ucation through donations and
community partnerships, and
hosting events like the Hoote-

nanny 5K.
A few years later, with CSO
successfully implemented,

the initiative lost momentum.
In 2003, Huntley Communi-
ty School District 158 saw the
impact of a significant defeat in
late 2002. The district, which
was among the fastest-grow-
ing in Illinois with annual en-
rollment increases of roughly
20%, struggled to keep up with
the need for new facilities.
The failed referendum in 2003
forced the district to make cuts;
the district volunteer position
was one of them.

Delahanty said, “Bob and
Dave went to the battle to keep
my position going. They knew
that the volunteer program was
more critical than ever. They
went to the school board, and
they wrote a letter. | still have
that letter. | carry it with mein
my briefcase. The contents of
the letter inspire me.”

The needed referendum
passed in November 2004, and
the volunteer position, along
with various services and po-

sitions, were restored for the
2005-2006 school year. In 2007,
the formal CSO disbanded, but
residents of Sun City continued
to volunteer.

Delahanty said, “We still have
some of those original volun-
teers helping at our schools.
Throughout the year, we have
had so many residents offer their
time, knowledge, and skills.
It warms my heart that these
people have no obligation but
still want to help. They have no
vested interest, and there is no
greater gift that can be given. |
am so proud to live here in this
community.”

On February 26, the Sun City
Board of Directors officially
formalized a partnership with
Huntley High School, creat-
ing a cost-free bridge between
Sun City residents and local
students. This alliance has ex-
panded rapidly, with residents
now lending their expertise in
medical, engineering, culinary,
fashion, and many other areas.
Fundamental to this success is
Eileen Delaney, whose leader-
ship is vital in mobilizing vol-
unteers for the school while
also coordinating student sup-
port for Sun City traditions like
the Grandma, Grandpa, & Me
events and the Rotary EIf Run.
Eileen's dedication — shown
through her constant encour-
agement and personal notes of
thanks — ensures that every
resident is appreciated, foster-
ing a spirit of mutual support
that strengthens our entire com-
munity.

Dolores Fischer, who is a
dedicated volunteer at Huntley
High School, said, “I’ve been
honored to observe Eileen's

The price for gas at Thomp-

son’s in Huntley was $2.89 on

January 15. The Iran War started Febru-

ary 28. Two weeks later, on March 15,

the price of gas was $3.64. After six

weeks of war, on April 14, the price had

risen to $4.49 - a 35.63% increase since
January.

Fortunately, the cost of the store brand

staples we are tracking at the Huntley
Walmart are exactly the same as they
were in January, with only three excep-
tions. 1) egg prices are down 17.96%
($1.97 then, $1.67 now); 2) milk is up
7.75% ($2.62 then, $2.84 now); and the
price of ground beef is up 7.20% ($6.44
then, $6.94 now).

Our hyper-local review of prices in
Huntley is consistent with what is hap-
pening nationwide. According to the US
Bureau of Labor Statistics, the nation-
al 12-month inflation rate at the end of
February was 2.4%. The 12-month rate
at the end of March was 3.3%. The Fed-
eral Reserve’s target is 2%.

TV westerns from the 1950s to the
early 1960s. There were such classics as
Have Gun Will Travel, Bonanza, and the
most iconic western of all, Gunsmoke.
As it turns out, Jim and | are gradually
turning into the characters on that show.
We are constantly talking to a“Doc,” Jim
iswalking more and more like “ Chester,”
and every day | am looking more like
“Miss Kitty.” In keeping with the TV
western theme, we decided to hitch up
the 189 “horse”-power mini-mobile and
gallop off to Texas Roadhouse in Crystal
Lake.

The restaurant is “Texas” sized and
looks just like the typical roadhouse you
seein movies. There's abar in the center
and surrounding it are high-top tables,
regular tables, and booths aplenty. The
western theme continues with stuffed
critter heads adorning the rough-cut ce-
dar walls.

On our way to our table, the hostess
grabbed a basket of warm Parker House
rolls with delicious honey cinnamon but-
ter. This accompanied our bag of pea-
nuts that was waiting at our table. This
is another memory of days gone by when
Shakey’s Pizza, the Ground Round, and
Comeback Inn served peanuts and you
threw the shells on the floor. We had to
restrain ourselves so that we had room
for our entrée.

Jim and I saw the Rattlesnake Bites
($9.99) and couldn't resist. These were
diced jalapenos and jack cheeserolled in
aball, lightly breaded and fried to agold-
en brown. This was served with a Cajun
sauce for dipping. These were readly
yummy and had just the right amount of
“bite” to them. Jim’'s sweat head meter
didn’t kick in with these.

The Texas Roadhouse offers an abun-
dance of lunch specials. You get to pick
from 11 entrees and two sides from sev-
eral options. Nancy felt like she was in
Texas and had to order a juicy steak, well
done. She chose the “special” six-ounce
sirloin with two sides ($13.99). She went
with the house salad with honey mustard

I f you'reliving in Del Webb and read-

dressing. What made this salad so spe-
cial was that they put hard-boiled egg,
tomatoes, and croutons in it. For her
second side she went with the seasoned
rice. The steak being well-done was still
juicy and tender and the rice was tasty.
We both brought home half our mealsin
adoggie bag.

Jim has ordered a lot of different things
in his life. He ate kangaroo in Australia,
alligator in Florida, and caribou in Alas-
ka, but never had what he ordered today,
which was the Road Kill ($15.99). For-
tunately, this turned out to be a chopped
steak smothered with sauteed onions,
sauteed mushrooms, and jack cheese. For
his sides he also had the house salad with
honey mustard dressing and buttered
corn. The chopped steak actually looked
like roadkill but was delicious. The top-
pings really made this dish. The buttered
corn seemed like canned corn from the
1950s.

FYI: Check out their lunch specials
(open for lunch Friday, Saturday, and
Sunday at 11:00). This restaurant is
handicap accessible.

We “ponied up” to settle our bill of
$50.18. We still haven't seen Festus Ha-
gen, remember him from Gunsmoke?
Bummer....

s a relatively new owner

of a home, | distinctly re-

There are an
inordinate number of decisions
that need to be made as well as
physica demands to be met.
Navigating through a process
can sometimes be daunting, es-
pecialy if it is a process that is
new or unfamiliar. When help is
available, it can become infinitely
easier. Thankfully, in our commu-
nity, there are many resources and
help isreadily available.

Ursula Stevenson, Compliance

those who have recently moved
into Sun City and those that have
been here for many years.

Ursula, can you please tell us
a bit about your position with
First Service Residential and
the Sun City Community Asso-
ciation?

All exterior modifications to
the properties here within Sun
City Huntley are to be applied for
and approved before the modifi-
cation may take place. My job is
to work with homeowners and the
reviewing committee through-
out al stages of this application
process to help to keep the home-
owner and their properties in
compliance with the Governing
Documents of Sun City Huntley.

The Sun City Community As-
sociation has produced a docu-
ment titled ‘Design Guidelines
Sun City Huntley.” What types
of information is available in
this document?

The Design Guidelinesassist in
defining the parameters of many
common exterior modifications.
These Guidelinesarewhat is used
by the Modifications Committee
when reviewing each application
for change.

Where might our readers lo-
cate a copy of this document?

The Design Guidelines for Sun
City, aswell asal Sun City Gov-
erning Documents, can be ac-
cessed by the homeowners on the
Sun City Website at sccah.com

Additionally, there is a binder
in the Prairie Lodge reading room
with the Design Guidelines in
print for resourcing while in the
reading room only.

Residents often wish to make
changes to the outside of their
homes. What are some exam-
ples of projects that need ap-
proval?

The majority of changes made
to the outside of the homelyard
require approval; it is safe to as-
sume that any change needs ap-
prova and we recommend reach-
ing out to our compliance staff to
inquire before proceeding with
any exterior changes.

If approval is needed for an
exterior project, what is the
process for a homeowner to ask
for approval?

The application for change is
to be completed and submitted by
the homeowner. Once submitted,
the Modification Committee re-
views the application and marks
it approved or not approved. This
application will then be record-
ed with the property records and
revisited later to confirm correct
completion of the project. Any
homeowners that recelve a not
approved vote on their applica
tion have the right to appea to
the Sun City Board of Directors
to ask for avariance.

What is the time frame for
this process?

The Modification Committee
meets every other Tuesday and
reviews all complete submitted

When thisis done, the homeown-
er has a better understanding of
what details the committee will
be looking for to confirm the ap-
plication meets the limitations
noted in the guidelines.

Are there any common mis-
conceptionsthat you would like
to clear up for our readers?

Because a neighbor says some-
thing is ‘OK’ is not equivalent to
acommittee approval.

If our readers want more in-
formation in writing about the
exterior modification approval
process, where might they lo-
cateit?

The Sun City website has a

tab dedicated solely to Exterior
Modifications. Within this tab is
the application for change docu-
ments, approved color charts, as
well as the Design Guidelines.
Additionally, there is a flipbook
on the website containing FAQ's
regarding modifications as well
as other departments of the Asso-
ciation.
